II EDL Program launch!

In April 2010, 79 students were granted admission to
the Master’s Program in Environmental Sciences at the
Graduate School of Life and Environmental Sciences,
University of Tsukuba. The Environmental Diplomatic
Leader (EDL) Program was introduced to first-year
students through a promotional initiative. The first 19
EDL students were selected following oral
examinations by the program professors.

The first EDL students are from varied backgrounds.
They include Japanese, Chinese, Bangladeshi,
Vietnamese, Mongolian, Tunisian, Kyrgyz, and
Indonesian nationalities. The EDL program focuses not
only on instilling knowledge of natural sciences, but
also on education related to the humanities and social
sciences, so as to help students deepen their
understanding of global environmental problems such
as water issues, biodiversity, and public health. These
first EDL students are all individuals who are concerned
and curious about these problems, while they also have
great potential to strengthen their ability to speak and
write English as the standard communication tool in
international society.

The EDL program is now preparing to implement
supplementary programs such as the EDL Seminars and
the EDL Cafe to facilitate interactions between

professors and students. It is expected that these

programs will help students to more fully explore their
learning potential.
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II Report 1. EDL Seminar

In the EDL Seminar, speakers from various backgrounds are invited from within
and outside the University of Tsukuba to give lectures related to global
environmental problems. Three seminars have been organized to date. In the
first seminar, Dr. Takahiro Endo (EDL Associate Professor) gave a presentation
on water management policies in the US state of California, under the title
"Coping with Water Issues.” In the second seminar, Mr. Kazuya Endo (Counsel
for Climate Change Negotiation, Climate Change Division, Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Japan) delivered a lecture with the title “Environmental Diplomacy
of Japan.” He described the Japanese government’s policies that address
climate change, with real-world examples of climate change negotiation
among nations. The third presenter, Dr. Naomi Wakasugi (EDL Professor), gave
a seminar on "Diseases and Environment (Nature, Society, Culture): The Role of
Public Health.” In her presentation, she explained the importance of public
health, which takes into account not only medical knowledge but also societal
factors such as poverty reduction and literacy improvement, in preventing the
spread of disease. These are just some examples of the many more seminars
that will be provided for professors and students to deepen and diversify their
knowledge of environmental problems.

II Report 2. Communication in EDL

The first EDL students are from quite varied backgrounds. The EDL program
places great importance on creating strong personal networks among students
beyond the education programs. We believe this kind of close network can
create a foundation for future international cooperative research programs or
business information exchanges. To this end, the EDL program is now
constructing a platform for participant interaction using information
technology. The EDL staff blog was launched last April, which serves as a
forum for posting news stories on environmental problems as well as
information on seminars. In June, a virtual bulletin board for EDL students was
created to prompt dialogue between students. However, what tends to matter
most to many EDL students is the opportunity to talk to each other
face-to-face. That is why the EDL program is now planning to have the EDL
Cafe gathering once a month, where students and professors can discuss
various topics freely, while perhaps enjoying a beverage in a comfortable
environment. Interactions and connections between students are expected to
grow through these activities.
