This program has been
conducted with the support
of the Strategic Funds for
Promotion of Science and
Technology by MEXT.
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In April 2012, 60 students were granted
admission to the Master’s Program in
Environmental Sciences and 14 students entered
the Doctoral Program in Sustainable
Environmental Studies. The EDL program
conducted a publicity campaign including a fresh
student information session and EDL Cafe to
welcome new students. As a result, 27 new
students applied for the Program and 14 were
selected as EDL candidates.

Among these 14 students, 10 belong to the
Masters’ Program and four belong to the Doctoral
Program. Their nationalities include six Chinese,
five Japanese, two from Nepal and one from
Vietnam. Their research topics include forest
management, waste management and technology,
and traditional medical systems. These topics are
strongly related to the EDL main subjects of
“"water environment”, "bio-diversity”, and “public
health”.

The EDL Program held an orientation for new
candidates on April 23. This academic year, we

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Report1: EDL Graduates

On March 22, 2012, one doctoral candidate graduated from the
Senior Environmental Diplomatic Leader Education Program and 10
master’s candidates graduated from the Environmental Diplomatic
Leader Education Program. All received their EDL certificates from Dr.
Nobuhiro Yamada, the President of the University of Tsukuba.

All these students undertook research related to the main subjects of
the EDL Program, which are “water resources, water treatment
technology, and water environmental policy”, “bio-diversity and
bio-resource”, and “public health and medical policy”.

All these students devoted themselves to the EDL program activities
and obtained excellent marks. Among them, two students will enter
the Senior EDL Program, four will work at companies in Japan, and
five will return to their home countries. We hope they can practice
the skills they gained from the EDL program and achieve future
success.

On June 1, the first EDL seminar of this academic year on
environmental diplomacy was held. This was organized by Prof.
Kenichi Matsui, an EDL collaborative professor and Prof. Maki
Tsujimura, an EDL program leader.

Mr. Kohei Nakamura, Senior Negotiator for climate change at the
Climate Change Division of the International Cooperation Bureau,
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Japan, gave a special guest lecture on
“Climate Change Negotiation and Japan's Diplomacy”, with special
reference to climate change policy. He first, explained the background
to COP and the structure of related organizations, and emphasized
the need for complicated negotiation when protecting national
revenue for current and future generations to achieve the clear
objective of “reducing C02". EDL students raised relevant questions
regarding perspectives on the Kyoto Protocol, bilateral offset credit
mechanisms that may achieve a win-win result, priority issues in

Subject: How to take the balance between hunger and obesity?
During the debate, students watched some documentaries on the
issues such as world population growth, food production and food
shortage, and poverty and global economic growth. After watching
these videos, students discussed population growth and related
problems in different countries. Later they discussed the gap in
awareness; value, access to food, global and local markets, and the
development process between developed and developing countries.
